
The DISSECTING ROOM PART 2 test (oral) for MEDICAL FACULTY will be performed on Monday/Tuesday (20/21st APRIL) according to the following schedule in Table 5 in the Dissecting Room.
MONDAY    8.30-9.20  GROUPS 6A; 4B
MONDAY   12.30 – 13.40   GROUPS 1A; 1B
MONDAY    16.15 -  17.05   GROUP 2A; 5A
MONDAY    17.05 – 18.00  GROUP 2B
MONDAY     18.00 – 19.15  GROUP  3A; 4A
TUESDAY      9.00 -  9.45     GROUPS  3B
TUESDAY      9.45 – 10.35  GROUPS  5B; 6B

In order to avoid excessive student congestion, the prescribed test hours should be adhered to. Students take the test in pairs. Students wait for the test in the vestibule of the dissecting room, taking seats nearby the cabinets with anatomical models. Due to the limited time of the test, the students themselves agree on the order of taking them, avoiding taking unnecessary breaks. 
[bookmark: _Hlk188177850]To pass the test, the student must provide a basic answer to each of the three questions asked (MUSCLES;  VISCERA; VESSELS/NERVES). Failure to answer any of the questions correctly results in the test being aborted and a failing grade
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
